Concept Note Requirements:
Eligible implementers must submit a completed concept note(s) that meet the following requirements:

a) Project basics, including working title, anticipated project length (in months), location/site, and project cost estimate (amount requested from AFCP in U.S. dollars)

b) Project implementer information, including name and SAM registration status (registered/ not registered)

c) Project purpose that summarizes the objectives, proposed activities, and desired results

d) Rationale for AFCP support, explaining:
i. why it is in the interests of the U.S. government to fund the project
ii. how the project relates to Integrated Country Strategy (ICS) goals, existing bilateral agreements, or other U.S. foreign policy objectives (Public Affairs Office can provide ICS goals upon request)
iii. the projected public diplomacy benefits and impacts of the project (Public Affairs Office can provide ICS goals upon request)
iv. whether it contributes to broader host country or community aims or objectives

e) Embassy Front Office (FO) clearance (Public Affairs Office to facilitate)

f) Five (5) high quality digital images (JPEGs) or audiovisual files that convey the nature and condition of the site, collection, or tradition and show the urgency or need for the proposed project (collapsing walls, water damage, etc.). 

Eligible Project Implementers: The Center defines eligible project implementers as reputable and accountable non-commercial entities that can demonstrate they have the requisite capacity to manage projects to preserve cultural heritage. Eligible implementers may include non-governmental organizations, museums, educational institutions, ministries of culture, or similar institutions and organizations, including U.S.-based educational institutions and organizations subject to Section 501(c)(3) of the tax code. The AFCP will not award grants to individuals, commercial entities, or past award recipients that have not fulfilled the objectives or reporting requirements of previous awards.
Potential implementers must have a unique entity identifier, such as a DUNS number, and be registered and active in SAM.gov to receive U.S. federal assistance. 

· Floor on amount of Individual Awards: US $10,000 per project
· Ceiling on amount of Individual Awards: $500,000 per project
